Hong Kong ICT Awards 2021 

Curie Ltd. crowned the Smart Living Grand Award 

 

(Hong Kong – 30 November 2021) The award presentation ceremony for the Hong Kong ICT Awards (HKICTA) 

2021 was held successfully at the Hong Kong Convention and Exhibition Centre on 29 November 2021. 

Organized by Hong Kong Information Technology Federation (HKITF), winners of the ‘Smart Living Award’ 

category revealed and Curie Ltd. stood out and won the Grand Award in this category. 

 

Hong Kong ICT Awards 2021 steered by the Office of the Government Chief Information Officer and set up a 

total of eight award categories this year to promote excellent use of ICT in the area of fostering smart living 

and lifestyle in the community.  

 

Organized by HKITF, the Smart Living Award aims at recognising outstanding products and solutions that 

promotes and facilitate a smart mode of enjoyable and convenient living through capitalising on ICT 

advancements. The Smart Living Award is composed of 3 streams, namely ‘Smart Healthcare,’ ‘Smart Home’ 

and ‘Smart Lifestyle,’ featuring Gold, Silver, Bronze awards and Certificate of Merit.

The Grand Award and Smart Healthcare Gold Award of Smart Living Award was presented to Curie Ltd. for 

its “C-Polar Air Filter”.  C-POLAR is the world's first electroceutical application in air filtration with patents 

in Hong Kong and the United States.  C-POLAR is aiming to minimize the transmission of COVID-19 and 

future viruses.  Bringing public health protection to the new standard.  The self-developed technology 

quantifying the surface charge density of EM wave enabled our team using IoT micro-control process to 

precisely develop C-Polar filter and fabric to deploy in various applications; such as Commercial Building Air 

Filter and FFP3/N99 Mask; to arrest, inactivate and eliminate 99.9% of viruses (including COVID-19) and 

bacteria within 5 minutes.  

 

Mr. Alex Chung, President of the Hong Kong Information Technology Federation stated, “HKITF is the leading 

organiser of the Smart Living Award for the thirteenth year.  Today we are living with the pandemic.  

The world after COVID-19 must be more inclusive, resilient, and sustainable.  To embrace innovation 

and technology to promote high quality of smart living environment – “Smart Home”, “Smart Healthcare” 

and “Smart Lifestyle”, we are thrilled to see all the innovative ideas and the integration of everyday technology 

by the award contestants that they had brought to creative life.
